Based in the Victorian regional centre of Geelong, Back to Back Theatre
is widely recognised as an Australian theatre company of national and
international significance. The company is driven by an ensemble of
actors who are perceived to have intellectual disabilities and is
considered one of Australia’s most important cultural exporters.

We contend our operation as a theatre company is beyond
expectation of possibility: an affirmation for human potential. The
company’s existence contributes to the richness and diversity of
Australian life and palpably projects Geelong, Victoria and Australia
to the world as innovative, sophisticated and dynamic.

Back to Back Theatre has received 22 national and international
awards including the International Ibsen award, a Helpmann Award
for Best Australian Work, an Edinburgh International Festival Herald
Angel Critics’Award, two Age Critics’Awards, a New York Bessie and
the Sidney Myer Performing Arts Group Award for our long-standing
contribution to the development of Australian theatre. The ensemble
were awarded the ‘Best Ensemble’ in the 2019 Green Room Awards.

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Bruce Gladwin is an Australian artist and performance
maker. He has been the Artistic Director of Back to Back
Theatre since 1999, creating MENTAL (1999), DOG FARM
(2000), SOFT (2002), SMALL METAL OBJECTS (2005), FOOD
COURT (2008), THE DEMOCRATIC SET (2009), GANESH
VERSUS THE THIRD RECIH (2011), SUPER DISCOUNT (2013),
LADY EATS APPLE (2016), ODDLANDS (2017) and THE
SHADOW WHOSE PREY THE HUNTER BECOMES, which
premiered in September 2019. In 2022, a screen
adaptation of SHADOW premiered at SXSW Festival,
marking the companies first feature film: it was awarded the
festivals audience award.

Gladwin's productions at Back to Back Theatre have toured
extensively, including performances at some of the world's
leading contemporary arts festivals and cultural institutions;
in 2015, the company received the Australian Council for
the Arts’ Outstanding Achievement in Theatre Award.
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Sonia started her acting career with The Women's Circus, Yarcs of Performing Group
and Stretch Theatre Company before joining Back to Back Theatre in 1993.

Most recently, her artistry underpinned the development of Back to Back Theatre’s
first major screen work ODDLANDS (2017), where she co-stars as Tam. ODDLANDS
won the Audience Award for Best Shot Film at Adelaide Film Festival in 2017 which
screened on Australia’s ABC TV. Tragically Sonia passed away in January of 2021.
